With an effective date of July 26, 2011, an advisory letter to all Indiana licensed ASCs details the issuance of standing waivers for a number of ISDH rules.
Emanating from the Division of Acute Care, HealthCare Quality and Regulatory Services of the Indiana State Department of Health (ISDH), the communique is entitled

Standing Waivers for Staff and Physician Licensure; Controlled Substance Registration; and Drug Enforcement Agency Registration Verifications

As indicated in the Program Advisory Summary of this 
3-page Advisory (letter), standing waiver regards verification of the above mentioned licensure and registration, in that ASCs are absolved from waiver request submission for a number of state rules if Centers follow approved alternatives. The affected rules, along with alternatives, comprise the content of this Advisory.
