RE: Contribution Recommendations


We make the following recommendations for contributions from the IFASC PAC:

1. $250.00 to all four caucuses


Rationale: This contribution allows IFASC to spend a somewhat small amount yet

2. $500.00 to each candidate for Governor


Rationale: This contribution allows IFASC to “show up” on the next Governor’s 
campaign report.

3. $250.00 to Citizens for Garton Committee


Rationale: Sen. Robert Garton is the President Pro Tempore of the State Senate. 
He makes decisions on everything from committee membership to assignments of 
bills. He is from Columbus.

4. $250.00 to Dale Grubb for State Representative

Rationale: Rep. Dale Grubb is the Democrat Caucus Chairman in the House of 
Representatives. He is a very good friend of our firm and is a “go to guy” in that 
caucus. He is from Covington.

5. $250.00 TO Bill Friend for State Representative

Rationale: Sen. Friend serves the same function for our firm in on the Republican 
side of the aisle. He is from Macy.

6. $250.00 to Vi. Simpson for State Senate


Rationale: Sen. Simpson is a Senate Democrat and serves both on the Health and 
Provider Services Committee and is the ranking member of the Senate Finance 
Committee.
