LEGISLATIVE TALKING POINTS
· Federal Trade Commission has determined that CON has not lowered health care costs in jurisdictions where it has been implemented.

· Moratorium would stifle competition and discourage technological innovation.

· Ambulatory Surgery Centers are small employers.

· Ambulatory Surgery Centers provide uncompensated/charity care.

· Patient satisfaction is high.

· More surgeries can now be performed on an outpatient basis.

· Surgeries can now be scheduled to meet the patients needs, no longer are they at the whim of the hospital.

· Surgery centers do not have large staffs and data reporting would force centers to add staff that would likely do nothing to impact patient care.

· Provider taxes are not the solution to the health care cost crisis.
